Winner of the Audience Award at the 2023 Nîmes Métropole Jazz Festival
competition and pre-selected for the Occi-Jazz program, the quartet Javotte
was founded at the initiative of flutist and composer Lucie Jahier.

Through tailor-made compositions, she explores a singular musical identity,
free from conventions and nourished by influences such as Hermeto Pascoal,
Magic Malik, Naïssam Jalal, Ian Clarke, Frank Zappa, and Georg Philipp
Telemann.

Driven by a desire to push stylistic boundaries, Javotte embraces a bold
cross-culturalimue—where choro, jazz, forró, jazz-rock, improvised and
contemporary music meet. The result is vibrant, eclectic, and explosive music
blending freedom, precision, and spontaneity.

Since its creation, the group has performed on numerous stages, captivating
audiences with its energy, originality, and authenticity. Notable
performances include: Rio Loco, Jazz à Semur, Le Metronum (Toulouse),
Nîmes Métropole Jazz Festival, Jazz en Comminges, Jazz aux Capucins, Jazz à
Saint-Chinian, Jazz au Cloître, Jazz’ Orb, Jazz à Foix, Briv’en Jazz, Le Solar
(Saint-Étienne), and the Carcassonne Jazz Club.

Biographies

Lucie Jahier
Lucie Jahier is a French flutist and composer whose sonic universe is nourished by jazz,
improvised music, choro, and forró. Through both performance and composition, she develops
a distinctive musical language that highlights the tonal richness of the transverse flute while
building bridges between tradition and contemporary creation.
She created the concert project Fuite(s) pour Flûte(s) (Escape(s) for Flute(s) and Water Drops),
supported by DRAC Occitanie, SACEM, and Occitanie en Scène.
She has performed at Jazz à Vienne, Jazz sous les Pommiers, Rio Loco, the Paris International
Choro Festival, the baroque music festival Passe ton Bach d’abord, as well as in various
theaters in São Paulo and Recife (Brazil).
Classically and jazz-trained in France and Germany, and holding a Bachelor’s degree in
Musicology, she further developed her craft in Brazil. She now teaches choro and recorded a
trio album in this style in 2020, helping to share this musical heritage with passion and
creativity.
In 2023, she was selected for WIZZ – Women in Jazz (created by Anne Paceo and supported by
Les Gémeaux National Stage and Jazz sous les Pommiers). In 2024, she was selected for the
Jazz France x Brazil Cross Residency (organized by CNM, Institut Français, and Jazz à Vienne). In
2025, she will participate in the INTL Jazz Platform in Łódź, an international jazz academy and
professional networking space.
She also takes part in Grande FÔM 3, a creative residency highlighting female and gender-
minoritized artists, with performances at Le Metronum in Toulouse.
In 2025, Lucie joins the Camille Heim Quintet and prepares the release of Javotte’s first album,
continuing an artistic path driven by boldness and curiosity.



Laëtitia Bonnin
She began studying piano at the Dordogne music school and obtained her
Classical Piano DEM (Diplôme d’Études Musicales) the year she completed high
school.
She then entered the Toulouse Conservatory, earning her Classical Piano DEM
with highest honors, while simultaneously studying musicology and
accompaniment.
She participated in the Toulouse International French Song Competition, the Alain
Marinaro Piano Competition, and the Virtuoses du Cœur Competition. She
regularly accompanies choirs and instrumentalists and began teaching piano.
She later joined Music’Halle (School of Contemporary Music), earning her MIMA
diploma, and then continued at the Tarn Conservatory, where she obtained a Jazz
Piano DEM.
She performs hard bop with the group 126ème Rue, afrojazz with Akoni
Astrobeat, and jazz-hip-hop in various formations.



Gonzalo Alfaro Ugaz
 Born in Peru, he began playing bass during his civil engineering studies at the

University of Lima, which he eventually left to dedicate himself fully to music.
In 2006, he moved to Argentina and enrolled at EMBA (Buenos Aires Music
School), where he studied contemporary music and jazz. A fan of metal and
progressive rock, he also developed a strong interest in Latin music, especially
salsa, and began performing in orchestras.
In 2016, he moved to Paris, where he studied jazz at the Montreuil Conservatory.
In 2019, he relocated to Toulouse. He earned a Bachelor’s degree in Musicology
from the University of Mirail and obtained a Jazz DEM from the Castres
Conservatory in 2022. He completed his professional training at Music’Halle.
Currently, he performs salsa with ensembles in Toulouse and Paris, accompanying
international artists during their concerts in France such as Tony Vega, Lusito
Carrión, Pedro Arroyo, Los Hermanos Moreno, and Yuri Buenaventura — while
still nurturing his love for metal music.



Fabien Dechaumont

Passionate about music since childhood, he always listened closely to the
living-room hi-fi system. From 2008 onward, he joined various musical
ensembles including the Angoulême Big Band (directed by P. Ducourtioux),
Jazz en B3, Septet à Sète, Romûlo Gonçalves, and Maxime Hougron.
After a few years away from music, he returned to the stage in 2019 with the
swing quintet In a Garret. In 2020, he joined Music’Halle (Toulouse), where he
met the musicians of the dreamlike jazz group Asbah, which he later joined.
He also performs with the quartet 126ème Rue and the Lucy Southern
Quartet.
